HOMEWORK/CLASS WORK POLICY
Class-work assignments are due by the end of the class period (not the end of the school day) unless otherwise stated by the teacher. Homework assignments will be announced in class, written on the board, and are expected to be submitted by the due date. Students are responsible for completing all assignments. Homework is due on the next day unless otherwise stated by the teacher. 

MAKEUP WORK

Makeup work will be accepted without a late penalty only if the student has an excused absence. 
Late points will apply if the assignment is not turned in by the agreed upon date.
LATE WORK
Students will have 10 points deducted per day for late work turned in. If a student wishes to make up a late or missing assignment he or she must attend a tutoring session and complete the assignment in the presence of the teacher.

REQUESTING MAKE-UP WORK BEFORE OR DURING AN ABSENCE
DSOA students and parents are encouraged to use school e-mail system to request all assignments and homework during the course of their absence. Alternatively, parents may request assignments in person, by phone or by email from the teachers. Assignments may be picked up one (1) school day after the request is made.

REQUESTING MAKEUP WORK AFTER AN ABSENCE
Upon returning to school following an absence, it is the student’s responsibility to contact the teacher(s) to request makeup work. The contact should be made on the day the student returns to school unless the teacher allows a longer time as described in the course syllabus.  Makeup work must be completed by the student within the time specified in this syllabus.  Work missed during the last week of the first semester must be made up by the tenth school day of the second semester. 

For excused absences, students will have the same number of days that they were absent to complete make-up work. If a student is present on the day of a test or quiz, but was absent beforehand, the student may have the number of days they missed to study, or may take it the day it is administered. Any assignment due on the day a student is absent (including projects) must be turned in the day the student returns. 

ASSESSMENTS FOLLOWING AN UNEXCUSED ABSENCE
Student may be required by the teacher to take the assessment scheduled on or after the day student returns to school. Student may request a make-up work for any assessment/assignment that took place during the absence. Make-up work(s) due to an unexcused absence may be subject to reduction in grade determined by the teacher. Ten (10) points will be deducted for each day the work is late (turning it in after the end of the period counts as a day late).  Student is subject to deadline(s) set for any assessment/assignment. Student may request extension; but it is teacher’s discretion to afford it to the student.

ASSESSMENTS FOLLOWING AN EXCUSED ABSENCE
Student shall take the assignment as a whole after (s) he is given the same number of days (s) he was absent.Upon a request from student, student may be provided with the same amount of extended time as the number of days student was absent to complete homework/project(s). 

TUTORING POLICY

RECOVERY POLICY
Students may retake a test with a grade below 70 during tutoring hours.

TEACHER-PARENT COMMUNICATION
If there are any questions or concerns you are welcome to call before or after school or e-mail the teacher at any time.  All messages will be returned after school hours.

CLASS CONDUCT

Students will be expected to follow all rules and procedures from the student handbook. Students will receive one warning before negative conduct points are entered. Students are expected to be in assigned seat and ready to work before the tardy bell rings. To be ready to work means having book, paper, pen, etc. out and open. No food or drinks are allowed in class.  No electronic devices are allowed in class.  Purposeful disruption will not be tolerated.

· If you are late to class, you are required to get a pass from Mr. Thornton to be admitted to class.

· Only blue or black pen will be accepted.  Any other color or medium will be immediately returned to you for correction and assigned late penalties as appropriate.

· Bring all necessary materials to class each day.  This means pens/pencils, notebook, paper, etc.
· If you are suddenly ill or you are going to be sick, advise me and I will make sure you get proper care.

· If you need something from my desk, ask me and wait for permission.

· If you finish your work early turn your paper over on your desk. Wait quietly for me to take it up unless directed otherwise.

· If you have questions raise your hand and wait quietly for me to call on you. Do not interrupt me or another student. 

· If you need to speak with me in private you may make an appointment with me.  

· If there is an emergency alert you will leave quickly and SILENTLY and go to the designated area. You will stay with your class once we get to our destination. You will obey me while we are out of the classroom just as we do in the classroom.

· Do not pack up early.  Stay on task until you have been given permission to leave the room.  Do not start to put away materials or belongings until you are instructed to do so or the bell rings.

· Work only on Spanish assignments.  Any other work will be taken up.

· Stay awake and on task.  If you sleep in class you will be made to stand. 

· No gum, food, drinks, games or electronic devices (except school-issued laptops) are allowed in the classroom.
· Foul language, bad attitude and disrespect will not be tolerated.  Profanity or other inappropriate language and actions will result in an immediate discipline referral as will any kind of violence.  I reserve the right to have you removed from the classroom immediately if you choose to engage in these other activities that are disruptive in a classroom setting.
